Children's Ministry (Pre-K thru 5* grade)




Children’s Ministry is committed to providing families with children a source of
Catholic Formation. All classes are held in the school. Religious Education classes
are offered Sunday mornings after the 7:30 Mass at 9:00-10:15am and after the
9:30 Mass at 11:00am to 12:15pm. We also offer classes on Wednesdays at 4:30-
5:45pm and 6:00-7:15pm.

Sunday RE class times are set so families will attend Mass as a family and then
bring their children to RE classes after Mass. Fr. Don requests the following,
“Children should not be taught to meet their families in church during Mass.”
In keeping with the dignity of the person, baptism, and Mass:

1. All baptized Catholics have the privilege and obligation to participate in the
Holy Mass on the weekend. Participation would mean the entire Mass
beginning with the gathering song and ending with the last blessing and
recessional song. The obligation is not limited by age; therefore, children
should be offered the privilege of participating in the entire liturgy.

2. People who come into Mass late can be disruptive, causing a disturbance
to the prayers of other parishioners’ at Mass.

Dismissal Policy - To ensure the safety of our children, students in grades Pre-K
through 3 grade must be picked up and signed out in the classroom by a parent or
guardian. Arrangements with written instructions must be made in advance with
your child's catechist if someone other than the parent or guardian will be picking
up (i.e.... car pool parent, grandparent, sibling*). *Please note - siblings must be at
least 12 years of age/no exceptions. Catechist will not release any student to an
adult, other than a parent or guardian, or sibling (12 years of age or older) if prior
arrangements are not made in writing.

Students in 4" grade and higher may leave the building and go to a pre arranged
designated area by parent or guardian, such as: vehicle, Dwyer Hall, etc. If you
choose this option for your child, please notify the child's catechist in a "written
instruction” format. Catechists will not release students in 4+ grade and higher if
prior written authorization is not made.

Sacramental Preparation

Who may prepare for 1+ Reconciliation/1 Holy Communion?

* Any baptized child seven years of age by September 15" and older AND
* Any baptized child who has participated in Catholic Religious Education for the prior
year(s): If the child is in the second grade, he/she has completed the first grade.

First Reconciliation/Confession is celebrated once the child has studied from the
materials received at the parent training sessions described below. 1¢* Reconciliation must
be completed 3 months prior to 1s* Communion.

The Sacrament of Holy Communion is celebrated when the child has made their 1<
Reconciliation and passed a simple interview given by the child’s RE teach or Catholic
School teacher.

If your child is not baptized or is in the third grade or older and has not participated
in Catholic Religious Education, please refer to the Rite of Christian Initiation (RCT),

page 5.

How do T register for their First (Initiation) Sacraments (Reconciliation and Eucharist)?

To register for First Sacraments turn in a copy of the child's Baptismal Certificate to the
Faith Formation Office. A copy is needed for each child, even if the child was baptized at
Ave Maria.

How are children prepared for the Sacraments of Reconciliation and Eucharist?

Instructions for these Sacraments are done by the Parents/Guardians. Parents/Guardians
are required to participate in the sacramental classes offered in order to prepare their
child(ren) for Reconciliation (Confession/Penance) and Holy Communion (Eucharist). One
session is required for each sacrament.

Parent First Reconciliation Training is:
Tuesday, October 13* at 6:30pm in Dwyer Hall
OR
Saturday, October 24" at 9am Dwyer Hall

Parent First Communion Training is:
Tuesday, February 9* at 6:30pm in Dwyer Hall
OR

Both training sessions are meant only for the Parents. At least one parent should attain
one of each of the above trainings. No RSVP for the class is necessary, however reser-
vations for child care must be made at 720.842.4103.

At these trainings, you will hear a presentation by Fr. Don or Fr. Bob and will obtain your
materials to study with your child. Although the parents are ultimately responsible for
their child's preparation, there will be a strong emphasis in their classroom as well.

Who may prepare for Confirmation?

Candidates must be 15 by September 15, 2010.

Candidates must be a baptized Catholic, have regular attendance (documented
80% or better) in a formal RE Program last year, or have attended a Catholic
School.

Candidates must have reguliéenaance (documented 80% or better) in a
formal RE Program this year, or be attending a Catholic School.

Candidates must attend all Confirmation Prep classes. A parent and/or guardian
and Sponsor (if chosen and available) are required to attendldss.1s

Candidates must attend or must have attended a Middle School retreat, High
School retreat and a Confirmation retreat.



Procedures for Reporting Inappropriate Behavior/Touching
